We seek applicants who have academic skills and capabilities required by the graduate schools or institutes
according to their programs or specialties. Applicants should be motivated to contribute to  the
development of society through research and practice.

Admission Policy of Gunma University Social Health Medicine
Program, Interfaculty Initiative of Public Health (Master’ s
Program)

— Our Master’ s Program is recruiting for the following applicants. —

<Human resource development goals>

1. To acquire knowledge and skills of global standards in the five basic areas of public health:
epidemiology, biostatistics, social and behavioral sciences, occupational and environmental health, and
public health policy and medical administration.

2. To acquire the sense of ethics required of researchers and advanced professionals.

3. To acquire the ability to identify local health issues, plan and carry out research to solve them, and
disseminate the results of said research.

4. To become capable of playing a leadership role as an advanced professional based on evidence by
appropriately utilizing and interpreting health and medical data.

5. To acquire communication and coordination skills to collaborate with people from diverse
backgrounds as well as with other organizations to solve problems.

<Abilities and Qualities Required of Applicants>

1. Those who possess the basic ability and willingness to work as professionals in the field of public
health and acquire the specialized knowledge, skills, and practical abilities necessary to solve various health
issues in the region.

2. Those who possess a certain level of expertise and practical experience in the fields of public health,
medicine, and welfare, or who are researchers in the life sciences, and who have specific goals to acquire
further specialized knowledge and skills in their own field of public health to contribute back to society.

3. Those who wish to acquire knowledge of public health in order to solve various health-related
problems in various regions, or those who aspire to educational or research positions in epidemiology or
public health.

4. Those who have a strong desire to solve issues related to health and medical care by integrating their
own awareness and data science methodologies, beyond existing frameworks.

<Basic policy for admission selection >

An academic achievement test is administered to screen students for the above qualities and to evaluate
their “basic academic skills for conducting research in the field” (1-4 in “Abilities and Qualities Required
of Applicants”). An oral examination is also administered to evaluate “aptitude and motivation as a
professional with a high degree of expertise” (1-4 in “Abilities and Qualities Required of Applicants”).
Furthermore, a comprehensive judgment based on application documents is added to the screening
process.

2 Application eligibility
(1) General entrance examination
Applicants need to fall under any of the following provisions.

1) A person who has graduated or is expected to graduate from a university by March 31, 2026.

2) A person who has been conferred or is expected to be conferred a bachelor’s degree by March
31 2026 under the provisions of Article No. 104-7 of the School Education Act (Act No. 26 of
1947).

3) A person who has completed or is expected to complete a 16-year course of school education  in
a foreign country by March 31, 2026.

4) A person who has completed or is expected to complete a 16-year course of foreign school education
by taking class subjects in Japan through correspondence courses run by the foreign country
concerned by March 31, 2026.

5) A person who has completed or is expected to complete a foreign country’s university course at
an educational institution in Japan ( limited to the person who has completed a 16- year course of
the said foreign school education ) which is designated as having a foreign university’s
curriculum in the said foreign country’s education system and separately designated by the
Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology by March 31, 2026.

6) A person who has completed three or more years of study at a foreign university, orata foreign
educational institution ( including a person who, while residing in Japan, has completed the
program of education provided by a foreign university or foreign educational institution through
correspondence or distance education courses), and who received or is expected to be conferred
a degree certificate by March 31, 2026 that is recognized by the Japanese Ministry of Education,
Culture, Sports, Science and Technology.

7 ) A person who has completed or is expected to complete a specialized course separately
designated by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology at a
vocational school on or after the date specified by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports,
Science and Technology ( limited to a vocational school with a school term of four years or more
that meets the other standards specified by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science
and Technology). or to be awarded by March 31, 2026.

8) A person designated by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology
(Notification No.5 of the Ministry of Education, 1953).

9) A person who entered a graduate school other than our Graduate School based on the provisions
of Article 102-2 of the School Education Act ( Act No. 26 of 1947) and who has been recognized

by our Graduate School as having academic abilities appropriate for receiving graduate school education.

10) A person who has been recognized by our Graduate School as having academic abilities
equivalent or superior to those of a person who has graduated from a university based on the results
of the individual examination of the applicant’s qualifications, and who will be 22 years of age by
March 31, 2026.

11) A person who has been enrolled in a university for 3 years or more by March 31, 2026 (including
an equivalent person specified by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports and Technology),
and who has been recognized by Gunma University as having acquired the required units with

excellent results.

(2) Entrance examination for working people
Applicants who fall under any of provisions for General entrance examination listed above and
meet the following conditions (D and @), and also satisfies the 3) or 4 below.
(D A person who reach the age of 22 by March 31, 2026.
(2 A person who have work experience of a total of at least one year or more by March 31, 2026.
3 A person with a job and continues to work on and after April 1, 2026.

@ A person who will have a job on and after April 1, 2026.

(3) Entrance examination for international students
Foreign people without Japanese citizenship are permitted to apply for the entrance examination
when they have or are expected to have a status of residence which is not interfering with
university admission, and have not obtained permanent residency in Japan and fall under any one of
the application eligibilities for general entrance examination.

3 Screening of application eligibility
(1) A person who intends to apply under the provisions of the applicant eligibility 9) and 10) must satisfy
the screening requirements for admission to our Graduate School before applying under the following
conditions, while only those who have proven to have met the Qualifications for Application can apply.
In the screening, we will focus on evaluating whether the applicant has the basic academic ability
to receive education in the preferred unit or specialized research field and whether he/ she has academic
ability equivalent or superior to that of a university graduate. We will make a comprehensive judgment
on each applicant based on his/her conference presentations and paper presentations as the first author
in the health, medical, and welfare fields, or having the qualifications recognized by various occupational
fields and academic societies. If necessary, an interview will also be conducted.
The result of the qualification screening will be notified to each applicant by July 24 (Thu.), 2025.

6 Selection method

We comprehensively evaluate the results of the achievement test and oral examination, and the
academic transcript of the applicant and the application documents such as the outline of the applicant’s
preferred study.

[Graduate School of Medicine]
(1) About English examination
When applying, the application is converted to a English examination score, based on any of the following
test score reports: TOEFL-ITP (TOEFL Institutional Testing Program), TOEFL-iBT (internet Based
Test including Home Edition), TOEIC Listening & Reading Test (Open Test), (including TOEIC IP Test
(except for TOEIC IP Online)), or IELTS (Academic Module (including Computer-delivered IELTS
Academic)). The scores must meet the following criteria:

TOEFL-ITP 475 or above
TOEFL-1BT 52 or above
TOEICL&R or TOEIC-IP(except for TOEIC [514 or above
[P Online)

[ELTS (Academic Module (including 4.5 or above
Computer- delivered IELTS Academic))

Furthermore, the applicant who submits those score reports can also take English examination
in conjunction with the conversion scores. In that case, the better result will be adopted as one of
the judgment of acceptance. A score report is valid within five years from the date of the
examination.

In addition, we only accept original score reports, and do not accept copies. A TOEIC IP Online
score report is unacceptable. The original score report will be returned with your Examination
card.

However, applicants who take TOEIC Listening & Reading Test (Open Test) after April 2025 can
submit not only original score reports but also digital score reports.

The examination is scheduled individually, and takes place through an interview on the Internet.

confirm how it will be implemented.

@ As a general rule, the oral examination of the international student entrance examination is held in
English. Subsequently, we may ask some questions to assess Japanese proficiency.

In that case, the
better result will be used for evaluation.

The official score of TOEFL, TOEIC Listening & Reading Test (open test) or IELTS (academic
module) issued by ETS after September 2022 (within three years counting backward from the
month of entrance examination) shall be valid. You need to submit the original of the score report,
score card, or official certificate. The copy is not acceptable. The original shall be returned with the
examination admission ticket. If you are using the official TOEIC Digital Certificate issued by ETS,
please print and submit a hard copy (printout) of the certificate. The QR code on the digital certificate
must be valid. Please note that submitted documents will not be returned.
